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STRATFORD-UPON-AVON STA TESTING RESULTS SUMMARY  

1.0 Introduction  

1.1 SLR Consulting has been commissioned by Warwickshire County Council to undertake the 
traffic modelling analysis to support the South Warwickshire Local Plan (SWLP) Strategic 
Transport Assessment (STA), with the aim of identifying the potential impacts resulting from 
the delivery of the developments proposed within the plan.  

1.2 This technical note has been produced to outline the inclusions, required schemes and 
resultant impacts reported within the Stratford-upon-Avon Wide Area (SuAWA) model 
network. This has been produced following the release of a detailed review of the modelling 
results, provided within Appendix A . 

1.3 The SuAWA Model Extent, presented within Figure 1 , captures Stratford-upon-Avon Town 
Centre as well as the adjacent villages of Wellesbourne, Lower Quinton and Welford-on -
Avon. In addition to the local routes, the model network also includes several key strategic 
junctions/corridors, including M40 Junction 15 and the A46 and A429 corridors.  

1.4 The SuAWA Base Model was most recently developed in 2023 using a new set of observed 
traffic data across the network. Forecasting was most recently completed during early 2026 
to produce an updated 2031, 2040 and 2050 Reference Case, inclusive of committed 
development and infrastructure, in addition to predicted background growth.  

1.5 The SWLP STA testing presented within this note has been completed using the 2050 
Reference Case scenario, as a starting point/benchmark, which assumes full build out of all 
committed development sites, including those at Long Marston Airfield, Meon Vale and West 
of Shottery. All committed infrastructure within the model network is also included, such as 
the West of Shottery Relief Road and the Birmingham Road corridor improvements.

South West Relief Road (SWRR)  

2.9 The SWRR is an infrastructure scheme intended to reduce traffic congestion within Stratford 
Town Centre and mitigate the impacts of the proposed development at Long Marston (E1). 
The impact that the inclusion of the SWRR has on the model performance has been 
assessed within various scenarios as part of the SuAWA STA testing. 

2.10 The proposed alignment of the SWRR is presented within Figure 5 , with the route running 
from the A46 to the north and Campden Road to the south. Access to the road will be 
provided via three new roundabouts in the following locations (from north to south): A46 
Alcester Road, B439 Evesham Road and Campden Road.
